Web Feature 11-1:  FTC Regulations Regarding Wedding Gowns

According to the Federal Trade Commission, a wedding gown label must have the following information: 

1. The identity of the manufacturer, their Registered Identification Number (RN), the retail store’s name, and the name or RN of any other company in the United States directly involved in the distribution of the gown.

2. The garment’s fiber content.

3. The country of origin.  Imported gowns must name the country(ies) where they were processed or manufactured.

4. Care instructions. 

A few wedding dress sellers do not follow these guidelines, but rather rip out the tags and sew their own onto the dress.  This prevents a bride from knowing the manufacturer and design number.  They do this so brides can’t take this information, as well as a photograph of the dress, and purchase the dress on-line or at a deep discount store.
