If the groom’s parents are the hosts:

Mr. and Mrs. John Doe

request the honour of your presence

at the marriage of

Mary Ann Smith

to their son

Robert John Doe

If you and your fiancé are hosting your own wedding:

The honour of your presence

is request at the marriage of

to

Robert John Doe
